�� A query letter is a letter that pitches a A query letter is a letter that pitches a 
story idea; tells why you are the perfect story idea; tells why you are the perfect 
person to write that article; and then lists person to write that article; and then lists 
your writing credentials.your writing credentials.

�� In a pitch letter, you are pitching In a pitch letter, you are pitching 
yourself. Ityourself. It’’s a general letter that is s a general letter that is 
simple and tosimple and to--thethe--point, stating that point, stating that 
youyou’’re a freelance writer and re a freelance writer and 
highlighting your qualifications, any highlighting your qualifications, any 
awards youawards you’’ve won, and all of your ve won, and all of your 
contact information. contact information.
