STARS & STRIPES SLIME

Instructions:

MATERIALS NEEDED:

e Pour one cup of glue into three 1 cup Elmer's glue
separate bowls. Next, add a few drops 1/4 cup liquid starch
of red food coloring in one bowl and a red and blue food coloring
few drops of blue food coloring into 3 mixing bowls
another bowl until you get the desired a spoon or spatula
color intensity. Stir well. a storage container

e Once you get the colors you want for the red and blue slime, add
the liquid starch to each bowl and stir. Add more starch and keep
stirring. A ball will form almost immediately. Once that happens,
remove the slime from the bowls and knead the mixture with your
hands. Pass the ball back and forth between your hands.

e Once you have your red, blue, and white slime, place the colors side
by side and pick up with your hand. You can let it cascade down
from your hand or you can squeeze it, pull it, or twist it.

e Lastly, you can add red and blue glitter or even star-shaped confetti
to your slime concoction.
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PAPER PLATE FLAG

Paper plate e Paint a blue rectangle in the upper left corner
