Give  your  ch i ld  a

c lean ,  dry  paint  brush  to  “excavate”  the  l e t te rs  of  the

a lphabet .  As  a  l e t te r  i s  “discovered”  a l low  your  ch i ld  to

ident i fy  the  l e t te r  and  f ind  i t s  match  in  the  book .  

Var ia t ion :  For  a  whi te  Chr is tmas  theme  you  can  cover  the

bot tom  of  the  bin  or  swimming  pool  with  a  fake  snow  such  as

The  Or ig ina l  Ins ta -Snow  Powder .  Your  ch i ld  can  use  a  sand

shove l  to  dig  fo r  the  l e t te rs .

Create  a  poster  with  a  Chr is tmas  scene .  I t  could  be  a

Chr is tmas  t ree  with  ornaments  or  snow  scene  with  snowbal l s

or  a  scene  with  Chr is tmas  l ights .  Label  the  ornaments  on  the

t ree ,  the  snowbal l s  in  a  snow  pic ture ,  or  Chr is tmas  l ights

wi th  lower  case  l e t te rs .  Laminate  the  poster  so  tha t  i t  can  be

used  aga in  and  aga in .  Adhere  a  smal l  piece  of  hook  and  loop

fabr ic  to  the  l aminated  sur face  jus t  above  each  l e t te r .  Make  a

set  of  ornaments  or  snowbal l s  or  Chr is tmas  l ights  with  upper

case  a lphabet  l e t te rs .  Laminate  the  pieces  and  cut  them  out .

A t tach  a  piece  of  hook  and  loop  fabr ic  to  the  back  of  the  cut

outs .  Put  the  poster  in  a  place  where  k ids  can  eas i ly  reach  i t .

As  you  read  C  i s  fo r  Chr is tmas  give  a  ch i ld  a  l e t te r  or  ask

them  to  f ind  i t  in  a  conta iner .  Al low  them  to  at tach  the  upper

case  l e t te r  to  the  cor rect  lower  case  l e t te r .

Use  the  pat te rn  prov ided  to  create  Chr is tmas  l ight  cut  outs .

Cut  out  the  shapes  and  assemble  52  Chr is tmas  l ights .  Label

the  l ights  with  s t ick  on  a lphabet  l e t te rs  (upper  and  lower

case ) .  At tach  a  c lo thes l ine  type  rope  to  the  wal l .  Use  c lo thes

p ins  to  at tach  l e t te rs  to  the  c lo thes l ine .

As

you  read  the  book ,  encourage  k ids  to  choose  the  cor rect

le t te r  f rom  the  basket  to  hang  on  the  t ree .  For  a  cha l lenge

make  a  set  of  lower  case  ornaments ,  too .  Kids  can  look  fo r

both  the  upper  and  lower  case  l e t te rs  to  hang  together .

(Smal le r  ornament  bal l s  should  be  used  fo r  the  lower  case

le t te rs  to  make  them  eas ie r  to  ident i fy .  You  might  a lso  need  a

la rger  t ree  to  do  both . )

ALPHABET  ORNAMENT  TREE

For  a  l ess  act ive  Chr is tmas  a lphabet  game,  put  a  set  of

p las t ic  l e t te rs  in  a  bucket  or  conta iner  of  some  k ind .  Af te r

read ing  C  i s  fo r  Chr is tmas  at  l eas t  once ,  draw  l e t te rs  at

random  f rom  the  conta iner .  Ask  your  ch i ld  to  ident i fy  what

the  l e t te r  s tands  fo r  in  the  book .  Go  back  and  read  tha t

s tanza  aga in  together .  This  can  be  done  with  minimal

mov ing  around  and  makes  a  good  night t ime  act iv i ty .
